· There is only one God (Isaiah 43:10; 44:6, 8; John 17:3; 1 Corinthians 8:5-6; Galatians 4:8-9). 
· God is three in one or a Trinity (Matthew 3:16-17, 28:19; John 14:16-17; 2 Corinthians 13:14; Acts 2:32-33, John 10:30,17:11, 21; 1 Peter 1:2). 
· God is omniscient or "knows all things" (Acts 15:18; 1 John 3:20). 
· God is omnipotent or "all powerful" (Psalm 115:3; Revelation 19:6). 
· God is omnipresent or "present everywhere" (Jeremiah 23:23, 24; Psalm 139). 
· God is sovereign (Zechariah 9:14; 1 Timothy 6:15-16). 
· God is holy (1 Peter 1:15). 
· God is just or "righteous" (Psalm 19:9, 116:5, 145:17; Jeremiah 12:1). 
· God is love (1 John 4:8). 
· God is true (Romans 3:4; John 14:6). 
· God is spirit (John 4:24). 
· God is the creator of everything that exists (Genesis 1:1; Isaiah 44:24). 
· God is infinite and eternal. He has always been God (Psalm 90:2; Genesis 21:33; Acts 17:24). 
· God is immutable. He does not change (James 1:17; Malachi 3:6; Isaiah 46:9-10). 
· The Holy Spirit is God (Acts 5:3-4; 1 Corinthians 2:11-12; 2 Corinthians 13:14). 
· Jesus Christ is God (John 1:1, 14, 10:30-33, 20:28; Colossians 2:9; Philippians 2:5-8; Hebrews 1:8). 
· Jesus became a man (Philippians 2:1-11). 
· Jesus is fully God and fully man (Colossians 2:9; 1 Timothy 2:5; Hebrews 4:15; 2 Corinthians 5:21). 
· Jesus was sinless (1 Peter 2:22; Hebrews 4:15). 
· Jesus is the only way to God the Father (John 14:6; Matthew 11:27; Luke 10:22). 
· Man was created by God in the image of God (Genesis 1:26-27). 
· All people have sinned (Romans 3:23, 5:12). 
· Death came into the world through Adam's sin (Romans 5:12-15). 
· Sin separates us from God (Isaiah 59:2). 
· Jesus died for the sins of each and every person in the world (1 John 2:2; 2 Corinthians 5:14; 1 Peter 2:24). 
· Jesus' death was a substitutionary sacrifice. He died and paid the price for our sins, so that we might live. (1 Peter 2:24; Matthew 20:28; Mark 10:45). 
· Jesus resurrected from the dead in physical form (John 2:19-21). 
· Salvation is a free gift of God (Romans 4:5, 6:23; Ephesians 2:8-9; 1 John 1:8-10). 
· The Bible is the "inspired" or "God-breathed," Word of God (2 Timothy 3:16; 2 Peter 1:21). 
· Those who reject Jesus Christ, after they die, will go to hell forever (Revelation 20:11-15, 21:8). 
· Those who accept Jesus Christ, after they die, will live for eternity with Him (John 11:25, 26; 2 Corinthians 5:6). 
· Hell is a place of punishment (Matthew 25:41, 46; Revelation 19:20). 
· Hell is eternal (Matthew 25:46). 
· There will be a rapture of the church (Matthew 24:30-36, 40-41; John 14:1-3; 1 Corinthians 15:51-52; 1 Thessalonians 4:16-17; 2 Thessalonians 2:1-12). 
· Jesus will return to the earth (Acts 1:11). 
· Christians will be raised from the dead when Jesus returns (1 Thessalonians 4:14-17). 
· There will be a final judgment (Hebrews 9:27; 2 Peter 3:7). 
· Satan will be thrown into the lake of fire (Revelation 20:10). 
· God will create a new heaven and a new earth (2 Peter 3:13; Revelation 21:1).
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The Baptism in the Holy Spirit

I. Who is the Holy Spirit?
A. God is three persons: the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. This is the Trinity.
B. We see the work of the Trinity in salvation
i. John 3:16. “For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten son that whosoever believes in Him should not perish, but have everlasting life.”
ii. Jesus then says that to have everlasting life you must be born of the Spirit
C. The work of the Holy Spirit in salvation
i. The Holy Spirit convicts us of sin
ii. The Holy Spirit points us to the Savior
iii. The Holy Spirit gives us the faith we need to believe (Rom 12:3)
iv. Finally, the decision is yours. God will not force you to serve Him.
II. What is the Baptism in the Holy Spirit?
A. First, understand that the Holy Spirit baptizes us into Christ
i. "Know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death? Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life." Rom 6:3-4
B. Then, know that Jesus baptizes us into the Holy Spirit
i. John the Baptist said, "I indeed baptize you with water unto Repentance: but He Who comes after me is mightier than I, Whose Shoes I am not worthy to bear: He shall Baptize you with the Holy Spirit, and with fire" Matt 3:11
C. While the Holy Spirit comes into our lives after salvation, the baptism into the Holy Spirit is an additional help we need to do God’s work
i. Jesus said, "But you shall receive power, after that the Holy Spirit is come upon you: and you shall be witnesses unto Me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the Earth" Acts 1:8
D. The first evidence that you’ve received the Baptism in the Holy Spirit is that you will speak in a language that you do not know.
i. Jesus said, “...these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues;” (Mark 16:17)
ii. In each of the 5 examples of believers receiving the baptism in the Holy Spirit in Acts, we see that they spoke in tongues or we have other evidence that they spoke in tongues. (Acts 2:4, Acts 8:17-21, Acts 9:17 (I Cor. 14:18), Acts 10:44-46, Acts 19:2)


III. Why should you receive the Baptism in the Holy Spirit?
A. The Baptism in the Holy Spirit helps us in our walk with God (John 16:13-15)
i. "He will guide you into all Truth."
ii. "He will show you things to come."
iii. "He shall glorify Christ."
iv. [bookmark: _GoBack]"He shall receive of Mine and shall show it unto you." 
B. Benefits of praying in the Spirit
i. It is a gift from God, and God's gifts are always good. (Luke 11:11-13)
ii. Speaking in tongues gives praise to God (Acts 2:11).
iii. Speaking in tongues gives us rest and refreshing (Isa 28:11-12).
iv. To speak in tongues is to speak directly to God (1 Cor. 14:2).
v. Speaking in tongues builds up, or strengthens, us (1 Cor. 14:4).
vi. To pray in the spirit is to pray the will of God, when we don't know what to say (Rom 8:26).
vii. Tongues are a sign to unbelievers regarding the move of God (1 Cor. 14:22)
C. Again, the Baptism in the Holy Spirit helps us in our work for God
i. As a man, Jesus needed it to do His Father’s work (Luke 3:21-22, 4:18-19)
ii. Though Jesus is God and always has been God, He lived on earth as a man, and the Holy Spirit empowered Him to complete His ministry.
iii. Jesus gave us the model that we must follow. And if He who was perfect needed the anointing of the Holy Spirit, how much more do we?!
D. Jesus commanded His disciples to receive. 
i. “And, being assembled together with them, commanded them that they should not depart from Jerusalem, but wait for the promise of the Father, which, saith he, ye have heard of me. For John truly baptized with water; but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost not many days hence” (Acts 1:4-5).
E. Is this command still for us today?
i. “Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost. For the promise is unto you, and to your children, and to all that are afar off, even as many as the LORD our God shall call” (Acts 2:38-39).

Is homosexuality wrong?
Leviticus 18:22 (NLT)
 22 “Do not practice homosexuality, having sex with another man as with a woman. It is a detestable sin.

Are people born homosexual?
Leviticus 20:13 (NLT)
 13 “If a man practices homosexuality, having sex with another man as with a woman, both men have committed a detestable act. They must both be put to death, for they are guilty of a capital offense.

If people aren’t born homosexual, then where do those feelings come from?
Romans 1:21-24 (NLT)
 21 Yes, they knew God, but they wouldn’t worship him as God or even give him thanks. And they began to think up foolish ideas of what God was like. As a result, their minds became dark and confused. 22 Claiming to be wise, they instead became utter fools. 23 And instead of worshiping the glorious, ever-living God, they worshiped idols made to look like mere people and birds and animals and reptiles.

 24 So God abandoned them to do whatever shameful things their hearts desired. As a result, they did vile and degrading things with each other’s bodies. 

How can people overcome their homosexual feelings?
1 Corinthians 10:13(NLT)
13 The temptations in your life are no different from what others experience. And God is faithful. He will not allow the temptation to be more than you can stand. When you are tempted, he will show you a way out so that you can endure.

James 1:12 (NLT)
 12 God blesses those who patiently endure testing and temptation. Afterward they will receive the crown of life that God has promised to those who love him. 

James 4:17 (NLT)
 17 Remember, it is sin to know what you ought to do and then not do it.

Can God forgive homosexual behavior?
1 John 1:9 (NLT)
9 But if we confess our sins to him, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all wickedness.

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Jealousy
Why is jealousy so dangerous?
Proverbs 14:30 (NLT)
 30 A peaceful heart leads to a healthy body;
      jealousy is like cancer in the bones.

Genesis 13:7 (NLT)
7 So disputes broke out between the herdsmen of Abram and Lot. (At that time Canaanites and Perizzites were also living in the land.)

Proverbs 27:4 (NLT)
 4 Anger is cruel, and wrath is like a flood,
      but jealousy is even more dangerous.

What does it mean that God is a “jealous” God?
Exodus 34:14 (NLT)
14 You must worship no other gods, for the Lord, whose very name is Jealous, is a God who is jealous about his relationship with you.

Deuteronomy 5:9 (NLT)
9 You must not bow down to them or worship them, for I, the Lord your God, am a jealous God who will not tolerate your affection for any other gods. I lay the sins of the parents upon their children; the entire family is affected—even children in the third and fourth generations of those who reject me. 

Deuteronomy 32:21 (NLT)
 21 They have roused my jealousy by worshiping things that are not God;
      they have provoked my anger with their useless idols.
   Now I will rouse their jealousy through people who are not even a people;
      I will provoke their anger through the foolish Gentiles.

Zechariah 1:14 (NLT)
 14 Then the angel said to me, “Shout this message for all to hear: ‘This is what the Lord of Heaven’s Armies says: My love for Jerusalem and Mount Zion is passionate and strong. 

Where does jealousy take us? What can happen next?
Proverbs 12:12 (NLT)
 12 Thieves are jealous of each other’s loot,
      but the godly are well rooted and bear their own fruit.

Genesis 4:4-5 (NLT)
4 Abel also brought a gift—the best of the firstborn lambs from his flock. The Lord accepted Abel and his gift, 5 but he did not accept Cain and his gift. This made Cain very angry, and he looked dejected.

Galatians 5:22-23 (NLT)
 22 But the Holy Spirit produces this kind of fruit in our lives: love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 23 gentleness, and self-control. There is no law against these things!

What does God think about sex?
Genesis 1:27-28 (NLT)
 27 So God created human beings in his own image.
      In the image of God he created them;
      male and female he created them.

 28 Then God blessed them and said, “Be fruitful and multiply. Fill the earth and govern it. Reign over the fish in the sea, the birds in the sky, and all the animals that scurry along the ground.”

Genesis 2:24 (NLT)
 24 This explains why a man leaves his father and mother and is joined to his wife, and the two are united into one.

The prevailing modern attitude about sex before marriage seems to be that as long as we both want to do it, it’s OK.  What does the Bible have to say about premarital sex?
1 Corinthians 7:2-3 (NLT)
2 But because there is so much sexual immorality, each man should have his own wife, and each woman should have her own husband.
 3 The husband should fulfill his wife’s sexual needs, and the wife should fulfill her husband’s needs. 

Hebrews 13:4 (NLT)
 4 Give honor to marriage, and remain faithful to one another in marriage. God will surely judge people who are immoral and those who commit adultery.

1 Thessalonians 4:3-4 (NLT)
 3 God’s will is for you to be holy, so stay away from all sexual sin. 4 Then each of you will control his own body and live in holiness and honor—

Is it so bad if I just think about sex with someone? I didn’t really do it?
Exodus 20:17 (NLT)
 17 “You must not covet your neighbor’s house. You must not covet your neighbor’s wife, male or female servant, ox or donkey, or anything else that belongs to your neighbor.”

Will God forgive my past sexual sins? Can I truly start over?
Acts 13:38-39 (NLT)
 38 “Brothers, listen! We are here to proclaim that through this man Jesus there is forgiveness for your sins. 39 Everyone who believes in him is declared right with God—something the law of Moses could never do. 

Romans 1:24 (NLT)
 24 So God abandoned them to do whatever shameful things their hearts desired. As a result, they did vile and degrading things with each other’s bodies. 

But isn’t my body my own, to do with as I choose?
1 Corinthians 6:13 (NLT)
13 You say, “Food was made for the stomach, and the stomach for food.” (This is true, though someday God will do away with both of them.) But you can’t say that our bodies were made for sexual immorality. They were made for the Lord, and the Lord cares about our bodies. 

1 Corinthians 6:19-20 (NLT)
19 Don’t you realize that your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit, who lives in you and was given to you by God? You do not belong to yourself, 20 for God bought you with a high price. So you must honor God with your body.

How can I fight sexual temptation? It is so powerful in today’s world.
1 Corinthians 10:13 (NLT)
13 The temptations in your life are no different from what others experience. And God is faithful. He will not allow the temptation to be more than you can stand. When you are tempted, he will show you a way out so that you can endure.
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Peer Pressure
Is all peer pressure bad?
James 4:17 (NLT)
 17 Remember, it is sin to know what you ought to do and then not do it.

How do I tell the difference between good and bad peer pressure?
Matthew 7:20 (NLT)
20 Yes, just as you can identify a tree by its fruit, so you can identify people by their actions.

How can we resist peer pressure?
Matthew 1:24 (NLT)
 24 When Joseph woke up, he did as the angel of the Lord commanded and took Mary as his wife. 

Luke 20:21 (NLT)

Anger:

Why do we usually get angry?

Numbers 22:29 (NIV)
 29 Balaam answered the donkey, “You have made a fool of me! If only I had a sword in my hand, I would kill you right now.” 

Genesis 4:4-5 (NIV)
4 And Abel also brought an offering—fat portions from some of the firstborn of his flock. The LORD looked with favor on Abel and his offering, 5 but on Cain and his offering he did not look with favor. So Cain was very angry, and his face was downcast. 

2 Chronicles 26:18-19 (NLT)
18 Get out of the sanctuary, for you have sinned… 19 Uzziah, who was holding an incense burner, became furious. But as he was standing there raging at the priests before the incense altar in the Lord’s Temple, leprosy suddenly broke out on his forehead.

Esther 3:2-5
2 All the king’s officials would bow down before Haman to show him respect whenever he passed by, for so the king had commanded. But Mordecai refused to bow down or show him respect.
 3 Then the palace officials at the king’s gate asked Mordecai, “Why are you disobeying the king’s command?” 4 They spoke to him day after day, but still he refused to comply with the order. So they spoke to Haman about this to see if he would tolerate Mordecai’s conduct, since Mordecai had told them he was a Jew. 5 When Haman saw that Mordecai would not bow down or show him respect, he was filled with rage. 

1 Samuel 18:8 (NLT)
 8 This made Saul very angry. “What’s this?” he said. “They credit David with ten thousands and me with only thousands. Next they’ll be making him their king!” 

1 Kings 22:18-27 (NLT)
 18 “Didn’t I tell you?” the king of Israel exclaimed to Jehoshaphat. “He never prophesies anything but trouble for me.”… ‘Put this man in prison, and feed him nothing but bread and water until I return safely from the battle!’”

When is it OK to be angry?

John 2:15-16 (NLT)
15 Jesus made a whip from some ropes and chased them all out of the Temple. He drove out the sheep and cattle, scattered the money changers’ coins over the floor, and turned over their tables. 16 Then, going over to the people who sold doves, he told them, “Get these things out of here. Stop turning my Father’s house into a marketplace!”

Numbers 25:11 (NLT)
11 “Phinehas son of Eleazar and grandson of Aaron the priest has turned my anger away from the Israelites by being as zealous among them as I was. So I stopped destroying all Israel as I had intended to do in my zealous anger. 

When we are angry, what should we avoid?

James 3:5 (NLT)
5 In the same way, the tongue is a small thing that makes grand speeches.
   But a tiny spark can set a great forest on fire. 

1 Samuel 19:9-10 (NLT)
 9 But one day when Saul was sitting at home, with spear in hand, the tormenting spirit[a] from the Lord suddenly came upon him again. As David played his harp, 10 Saul hurled his spear at David. But David dodged out of the way, and leaving the spear stuck in the wall, he fled and escaped into the night.

We all get angry at times, so what should we do about it?

Ephesians 4:26-27 (NLT)
26 And “don’t sin by letting anger control you.”Don’t let the sun go down while you are still angry, 27 for anger gives a foothold to the devil.

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Homosexuality

Is homosexuality wrong?
Leviticus 18:22 (NLT)

Are people born homosexual?
Leviticus 20:13 (NLT)
 13 “If a man practices homosexuality, having sex with another man as with a woman, both men have committed a detestable act. They must both be put to death, for they are guilty of a capital offense.

If people aren’t born homosexual, then where do those feelings come from?
Romans 1:21-24 (NLT)
 21 Yes, they knew God, but they wouldn’t worship him as God or even give him thanks. And they began to think up foolish ideas of what God was like. As a result, their minds became dark and confused. 22 Claiming to be wise, they instead became utter fools. 23 And instead of worshiping the glorious, ever-living God, they worshiped idols made to look like mere people and birds and animals and reptiles.

 24 So God abandoned them to do whatever shameful things their hearts desired. As a result, they did vile and degrading things with each other’s bodies. 

How can people overcome their homosexual feelings?
1 Corinthians 10:13(NLT)
13 The temptations in your life are no different from what others experience. And God is faithful. He will not allow the temptation to be more than you can stand. When you are tempted, he will show you a way out so that you can endure.

James 1:12 (NLT)
 12 God blesses those who patiently endure testing and temptation. Afterward they will receive the crown of life that God has promised to those who love him. 

James 4:17 (NLT)
 17 Remember, it is sin to know what you ought to do and then not do it.

Can God forgive homosexual behavior?
1 John 1:9 (NLT)
9 But if we confess our sins to him, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all wickedness. 

Hebrews 8:12 (NLT)
 12 And I will forgive their wickedness,
      and I will never again remember their sins.”

Hebrews 4:16 (NLT)
16 So let us come boldly to the throne of our gracious God. There we will receive his mercy, and we will find grace to help us when we need it most.

But isn’t my body my own, to do with as I choose?
